P2, 1st ¶, 2nd line:  The word is “underlying.”

P2, 3rd ¶:  The Bunker Hill streetcar line was converted to bus on August 6, 1934.  Only Ludwick and South Greensburg (Foxtown) were motorized in 1937.

P2, 1st caption:  The cars are carrying flags, which would imply an August 10, 1952 date.  An Irwin bus is also visible.  It would not have been there before July 13, 1952.

P4, 1st caption:  The car is southbound at Shady Grove Siding, 5.2 miles north of Uniontown.  Youngwood is nearly 34 miles north of Uniontown.

P4, 2nd caption:  Armbrust (not “Armburst”) Siding was removed during World War II.  The car is northbound at Strickler Siding, 1.6 miles south of Armbrust. 

P4, 3rd caption:  The car is on the trestle at Hecla Junction.

P6, 3rd caption:  The photo was taken August 10, 1952.

P8, 3rd caption:  It is Crawford Avenue.
P10, 1st caption:  The car has been chartered by enthusiasts and is not in regular service.

P12, 2nd caption:  The car is headed for Irwin, and is shown along the Pennsylvania Railroad in West Jeanette Siding.

P12, 3rd caption:  The car is inbound on Pitts-

burgh Street where it intersects with both Allegheny Avenue and Searson Streets a half mile from the end of the line.  Race Street doesn’t really have a hill, just a gentle grade.

P14, 3rd caption:  The car is inbound on Woodlawn Avenue at Race Street, more than a mile from the end of the line.

P18, 1st caption:  The cars are at Sullivan Siding, not Lemont Siding.  The view is approximately 180º from that in the next photo.

P20, 2nd caption:  The car is on the trestle at Brownsville Junction on February 5, 1950.

P20, 3rd caption:  The car is a northbound main line car entering Sullivan Siding.  The Martin line was abandoned February 4, 1950.  There was a siding on that line at Leckrone (not “Leckrose”) but the topography was quite different.

P22, 1st caption:  The photo was taken February 5, 1950.

P24, 1st caption:  The car is in downtown Trafford.

P24, 2nd caption:  The car is leaving the street at the east end of Jeanette.

P24, 3rd caption:  The photo location is West Jeanette Siding.

P26, 2nd caption:  The car is on the Grandview Avenue route but is not on Grandview Avenue.  It is in Downtown McKeesport at Ringgold Street and Jenny Lind.

P26, 3rd caption:  The car is clearly numbered 300.

P28, 1st caption:  The photo is of the car barn and substation at Uniontown.

P32, 1st caption:  The photo location is near the bridge over the Pennsylvania Turnpike, which is considerably north of Connellsville.

P32, 2nd caption:  The place name is Hecla (not “Heckle”) Junction.
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
